
Aviation General Release

In consideration of CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. (including its officers, agents, servants, employees, and lessees) granting the undersigned permission to enter its property on (date) _________________, for the purpose of the taking off, landing, taxiing, and laying up of aircraft, the undersigned agrees that:

1.
ASSUMPTION OF RISK:  I know and understand the scope, nature, and extent of the risks associated with aircraft operations, including (1) those attendant to riding in aircraft generally and specifically on runways and taxiways which may not be maintained to any particular level or standard; {2) related aviation activities such as approaches, landing, taking off, taxiing and lay up procedures; (3) the possibility of foreign object or debris on runways or taxiways; and, (4) in general, the risks and dangers of the aviation environment in which an aircraft will be operated. I willingly and knowingly accept those risks, which I understand could result in destruction of my property and my injury or death, including the injury or death of passengers embarked upon my aircraft.

RULES COMPLIANCE:  I agree to any and all rules of the CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. and general rules of safe operation of aircraft and aircraft equipment as set forth by the Federal Aviation Administration.  Only day VFR operations are authorized.

RELEASE FROM LIABILITY:  I release CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. from any liability for any claim, loss, damage, injury, or death, regardless of the cause, including the active or passive negligence of CLAY COUNTY PORT INC., sustained by me or my property while operating equipment covered by this Release. I agree and understand that CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. accepts no responsibility for my safety. By signing this Release, I understand that I am surrendering legal rights, which I may otherwise have against CLAY COUNTY PORT INC.

4.
COVENANT NOT TO SUE FOR DAMAGES: I will not make any claim or bring any legal action or voluntarily assist in any legal action against CLAY COUNTY PORT INC., nor permit anyone else to do so on my behalf for any claim, loss, damage, or injury sustained by me or my property during operations covered by this Release.
5.
SURVIVAL OF OBLIGATIONS:  Any and all obligations assumed and promises made by me under this Release shall be binding on my heirs, and the executors and administrators of my estate. I further instruct my heirs, administrators, and executors to honor this Release and make no claim against CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. for any claim, loss, damage, or injury that this Release purports to cover.

6.
VALIDITY OF WAIVER:  If I institute any suit or action or make any claim for any loss or damages to my person or property for causes covered by this Release, the releases, waivers and promises I have given in this Release shall be enforceable against me.

7.
POLICY ON ALCOHOL/DRUG USE OR POSSESSION:  I do not use alcohol and/or drugs nor will I possess alcohol or drugs in open or unopened containers aboard any aircraft or on CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. property. I agree that CLAY COUNTY PORT INC. officers retain the right to inspect aircraft and personal effects to enforce this policy

8.
POLICY ON WEAPONS:  I will not have firearms or other deadly weapons, including knives larger than 3 inch or other weapons in my possession at any time.

ARBITRATION:  Any disputes arising from the operations covered by this Release will be decided under the laws of the State of Florida and shall be submitted to arbitration in accordance with the rules and procedures of the American Arbitration Association, or such alternate arbitration forum as the parties to the dispute may mutually agree.

10.
SEVERABILITY OF INVALID PROVISIONS:  If any provision, or application thereof, in this Release is held invalid, that shall not affect the other provisions or applications of the Release which can be given effect without those held invalid.

11.
AIRFIELD SAFETY INFORMATION:  The safety information below is provided as a guide and reference for safe airfield operations.


a.
At the approach end of Runway 23, there are numerous cranes which can reach a height of 150 feet.  They are located on the centerline and 15 degrees either side of the centerline.  These cranes require no less than a three degree final approach glide path to the runway.  The total distance from the approach end of Runway 23 to the cranes is 2,651 feet.  On a normal approach three degree glide slope as directed by the visual approach signal indicator (VASI) lighting at the airport, aircraft will normally be 160 feet AGL when passing the cranes, which can reach a height of 150 feet.  If the aircraft is even slightly below glide slope or loses power on short final, the cranes pose a serious safety risk for the aircraft and crew.

b.
There are 50 foot trees 500 feet from the approach end of Runway 05.

c.
Midpoint of Runway 5/23, there is a dip in the pavement on centerline.
